Tetracycline Uses:

Treatment of susceptible bacterial infections of both gram-positive and gram-negative
organisms; also infections due to Mycoplasma, Chlamydia, and Rickettsia; indicated for
acne, exacerbations of chronic bronchitis, and treatment of gonorrhoea and syphilis in
patients who are allergic to penicillin; as part of a multidrug regimen for H. pylori
eradication to reduce the risk of duodenal ulcer recurrence"

Therapeutic Alternatives:

Ache

Doxycycline and minocycline are considered equally effective at reducing lesion count."
Minocycline is more expensive and requires EDS for SPDP coverage. '

Mycoplasma, Chlamydia, and Ricketssia Infections

Doxycycline may be a suitable alternative.




Acute Exacerbation of Chronic Bronchitis
